• 551 new cases were reported today in Ontario, bringing the cumulative total to 
11,735 (this includes 5,806 resolved cases and 622 deaths). 

• In Ontario, a total of 174,170 tests have been completed, with tests performed at 
Public Health Ontario Laboratories and non-Public Health Laboratories. There 
are currently 5,546 tests under investigation. 

• 859 patients are currently hospitalized with COVID-19; 250 are in ICU; and 194 
are in ICU on a ventilator.
